These amulets show Buddhist doctrines, beliefs, ideologies,
aesthetics and artistic techniques, so they are important
not only in terms of religion, but also in terms of history
and archaeology because they reflect people lifestyle,
as well as relations between communities and cities with
changing evolution from past to present.
