But
the institutions were symbolized by what were defined to
represent them., The theary brought to guide the study was
identified as the symbolic structural tha&ry which explained
that the ln?nls of the village development could be measured
by -the levels of the structural development. The more the
villages were structurally ﬁiffcrentiatcd, the higher they
were developed. That the vill%ges changed from the less
structurally differentiated to the more structurally differen-
tiated denend on the lavels of fheir rclative centralities
with the larcer syatems and thnée of their solidarities.

The dats used in the study were. derived from the responses

of 49 Phuyaiban (village headmen) of the 49 villages under

the study. All villages were in Amphoe (district) Banlad,
Changwat (province) Petchaburi., Scalogram analysis and Pearson
Productmoment Correlation:' Coefficient anslysis were operated
on these data through the use of Guttman Scale in order to
meagure lavels of the villages'structural QEvulnpment and to
find the correlations.bf the variables respectively.

The results of the tast of hypothesis were as follows

1) The more developed willages were thoge which were more
structurally differentiated and vice versa, This proved that
the villages'development could be measured by the levels of
their structural differentistiens.

2) In term of the statistical significance, there was a middle
level of the correlation between structursl differentiation
and relative centrality.
