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New Experience of National Museum Guided Tour
With FADiscovery Application
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The Fine Arts Department introduces the new
experience of the national museum guided tour and the new
dimension of information service with FADiscovery (Fine Art
Discovery), an application for guided tour around national
museums and historical parks in Thailand that provides
information about navigation and remarkable antiques. It also
gathers information about users’ needs and interests from the
start until the exit of a national museum or a historical park. The system will record
likes, interests, and needs during the visit, and then differentiate and categorize the
types of visitors with real-time processing for each visitor’s specific need and interest
results, which will be notified to individual visitors. The people’s interests will be
processed in order to provide related information, books or academic articles to be
sent directly to them, so they can continue the study by themselves and receive the
most accurate information that answers to their need.

To use FADiscovery, just download the application into a smartphone,
which can be both iOS and Android platforms. Bring the smartphone close to an
object, the related details and information will be shown on the screen, just like having
a personal tour guide. Users can also search for information anytime and anywhere,
even when they are not at the specific location. It is a comprehensive upgrade to the
Fine Arts Department’s information access and service, available in both Thai and
English, and allows the Fine Arts Department to be better connected with the public.
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The Office of the National
Library under the Fine Arts
Department introduces the
program “Damrong History,”
which is about biography and
works of Prince Damrong
Rajanubhab, including other

related stories, to honor Prince
Damrong Rajanubhab, the first Thai person to be included in the UNESCO list of the
world’s most distinguished persons as he was considered the Father of Thai History.

As a part of the National Library, Damrong Rajanubhab Library was built in
memory of Prince Damrong Rajanubhab, Thailand’s First Father of Thai History and
Archaeology.

Phimai Lintels and its Details
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Phimai Historical Park is bringing i
information and details about each lintel exhibited
at the Prasart Phimai Lintels Exhibition Square out

for the public to study about the history of Phimai

Prasat Phimai Lintels Exhibition Square is located at the back area on the northern
part of Prasart Phimai in Nakhon Ratchasima. These lintens are a component of the
Prasart Hin architecture, collected from the renovations in the past (during 1964 - 1987)
and unable to restore to their original positions. Some lintels were previously exhibited
around Prasart Phimai area. Others were recently discovered from the Prasart Phimai
Landscape Development Project in 2019, during which the remains from previous
renovations were relocated. These lintels have been sorted, identified, registered,
and categorized by the architectural part. In 2020, Phimai Historical Park has allocated
a square to exhibit over 30 lintels from Prasart Phimai for tourists and those interested
to visit and have a close-up study.
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
