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The Office of the National Archives is the main organization for administrating the
nation’s important documents to be stored with completion and sustainability to become
a life-long learning source. The office has applied information technology to the archive
work for service with modern technology and integration with the network in order to
provide complete access to information and knowledge for the public and interested
parties. The services include archives retrieval via the online system on the website
to accommodate the people and to answer to the Fine Arts Department’s policy in the 4.0 era.

The archives retrieval system has information about all kinds of archived documents
namely written archives; audio/video archives such as photos, motion pictures, sounds,
etc.; maps archives, plan archives, and computer material archives. The service is available
for both Thais and foreigners. Thai citizen can sign-up using national ID, while foreigners
can use their passport ID.

People can access the archives retrieval service via the
online system on the website of the Office of the National Archives

at https://archives.nat.go.th.
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Built in a 4-story Thai-style building, King Vajiravudh Memorial Hall is located
in the National Library area, currently open for the public for studying and researching
purposes. On the first floor, Asavapahu Room is situated, where stood a King Vajiravudh
model wearing a warrior outfit. On the second floor, Ramijitti Library is situated, where
specifically displayed the king’s biography, royal literatures, royal duties, and other

related stories. Resources available for service are mainly printed media namely

books, journals, magazines, totaling over 10,000 items. Apart from

general books, there are special collections namely books written by

M.L. Pin Malakul, memorial books, King Rama 6's handwritten copies
in both Thai and English, certificate copies of royally conferred
surnames by King Rama 6 in handwriting donated by their ancestors,
which can be searched and copied for reference.

King Vajiravudh Memorial Hall provides library and researching
service about royal literatures and related stories about King Vajiravudh.
It is located in the National Library area, Samsen Rd., Bangkok.
People can access the service by a prior contact at 0 2282 3264,
0 2282 3419. The service is open Monday - Friday,

at 08.30 - 16.30, closing on Saturday, Sunday and
public holidays.
