Its subordinate offices are located in many areas namely
the Office of Performing Arts on Rajini Road, the Office of National Library on Samsen
Road, the Office of Traditional Arts on Phutthamonthon Sai 5 Road, Nakhon Pathom, and
the Regional Offices of Fine Arts 1-12, which run the Fine Arts Department regional work.
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2 April: Thai Heritage Conservation Day
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The Royal Thai Government has
announced that 2 April, which is the HRH
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn’s birthday,
is marked as the “Thai Heritage Conservation
Day” to honor her as the royal patron of the
nation’s art and cultural conservation.
