His Royal Highness Prince Paribatra of Nagor Svaraga was the son of Their Majesties King
cl and Queen i. He was born on Wednesday 29th June 1881, and had
only one elder sister named Her Royal Highness Princess Sri Rattanakosindhra. He obtained primary
education from Pratamnak Suankularb School and then finished high school from Rajakumarn School
in the Grand Palace. He then went to continue his education in Great Britain in March 1894 for 2 years
and then moved to Germany to attend courses in Military education from which he graduated and was
commissioned as a Second-Lieutenant of the German Army in 1900. After graduation, he also attended
additional courses in military techniques at the Armed Forces Staff College of Germany.

His Royal Highness Prince Paribatra of Nagor Svaraga returned to the Kingdom of Thailand in
1903 and was appointed Chief-of-Staff of the Royal Thai Army. He then moved to become Commander—
in-Chief of the Royal Thai Navy when at aged only 23.

During the reign of King Vajiravudh, (Rama VI), H.R.H.Prince Paribatra of Nagor Svaraga
was promoted to become First Lord of the Admiralty. In 1911, he was promoted to the rank of Admiral
of the Fleet as well as appointed Aides-de-Camp to His Majesty the King.

In 1920, he returned to the Army in the same position of Chief-of-Staff and were managed to
improve and develope the Army from an already sound basis to become one of great strength in strength
in a very short time.Thus in 1926 he was appointed to be Minister of Defense and then moved to be
Minister of Interior in 1928.

He died on January the 18 th 1944 at Bandung, Indonesia.
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INTRODUCTION

The art of decorating with inlaid mother-of-pearl dates back to Thailand’s early history. The
technique of inlay work may have begun in the kingdom of Ayutthaya in the middle of the fourteenth
century.

it would seem, however, that the use of shells for decoration has a long tradition, for stucco
pieces decorated with shell have been found at architectural monuments dated to the Dvaravati period
of the sixth to eleventh century.

Glossy white and pink mother-of-pearl set into a black lacquer background, sparking with a
shine similar to that of fire opals, comes from a shellfish found in the Gulf of Siam. It is used to adorn
small everyday objects as well as large doors and window panels. Its workmanship requires infinite
patience and meticulous attention to detail its effect is one of intricate beauty.

In the past most objects decorated with mother-of-pearl were used for the monks, such as the
‘manuscript cabinets found in monasteries. Mother-of-pearl was frequently employed as decoratoin on
doors and window panels of temple buildings, and some of the finest inlay work to be seen today can
be found within the temple compounds.

The kings of Thailand employed mother-of-pearl crafting both in the restoration and the
building of the beautiful temples dedicated to the Buddbhist religion, and, traditionally, such doors and
window panels were created by anonymous artists who dedicated their craft to the service of their religion.
However, if his work proved of sufficient quality an artist could be selected to serve the royal court.
Doors such as those on the viharn of the Temple of the Emerald Buddha (The Monthientham Viharn)
show clearly that his art has long been under royal patronage.

The oldest known monastery doors are those at Wat Mahadhatu in Pitsanuloke (Figure 2), created
during the reign of King Boromakot of Ayutthaya in the mid-eighteenth century. Other well known
mother-of-pearl doors are those from Wat Baroma Buddharam in Ayutthaya, which are now at the
Monthientham Viharn in the Temple of the Emerald Buddha (Figure 5) compound and reset in a book
cabinet preserved in the National Museum, Bangkok (Figure 1 B). The designs on these doors are so
like those of Wat Mahadhatu that it may well be they are of the same craftsmanship. These designs
with their magnificent decorative patterns provide an excellent example of the art of Ayutthaya period.

The best known pieces of the Ratanakosin period are the doors of the Chapel of the Emerald
Buddha (Figure 3,4) and the doors on the mondop within the Temple of the Emerald Buddha compound,

as well as the doors on the mondop at Saraburi(Figure 7). These doors were all made during the reign-

of King Rama I (1782-1809). Then, too, there are the doors of the ubosor (ordination hall) at Wat Phra
Chetupon (Wat Po) (Figure 6) made during the reign of King Rama III (1824-1851) and those at Wat
Rajabopit (Figure 8) dated to the second half of the nineteenth century during King Chulalongkorn’s
reign. All of these doors are decorated with religiously inspired motifs.

TECHNIQUE FOR MOTHER-OF-PEARL INLAY WORK

THE OLD DAY TECHNIQUE
. The surface of the piece to be decorated must be free from all semblance of oil, water, dirt and
cracks.

. A sketch is made of the entire design to ensure that the design fits properly into the space allowed.

. The design is then transferred in reverse onto high quality tracing paper.

4. Because the shell is naturally curved, it must be cut into reasonably flat pieces which are generally
not longer than 2.5 cm. These pieces are honed with a flint or whetstone until the color can be
seen clearly at which time it is considered ready for cutting.
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The picce of shell may then be glued to a piece of wood twice as thick as the shell itself.
‘The shell with its wooden backing can then be cut to the desired shape, after which it is carefully
removed from the wood.

Another method is to cut a piece of wood, preferably Mokmun (Apocynacea) to a “v*
shape at one end. The piece of shell is then glued across the ““v”” form. The sides of the wood
then become a type of vise, holding the shell firmly in place so it will not break during the
cutting process.

Using sheer tracing paper, the desired pattern is meticulously copied onto the piece of shell to
be cut

A special curved bow saw fitted withi a No. 1 or 0 blabe is used to cut the shell to the desired
shape. The cut edges of the shell are carefully smoothed with a hand file so the pieces will fit
tightly together, approximating the original design.

Each shell piece is immediately pasted in its proper place on the tracing paper.

The entire surface of the object to be decorated is covered with several layers of lacquer, a resin
from a variety of yang tree (Mclanorrhoca usitata or Calotropis). Each layer is allowed to dry
throughly before the next layer is applied.

When all of the pieces of shell have been cut and applied to the tracing paper, one or more coats
of quick drying lacquer is applied to the surface of the object. While the final coat is still slightly
damp the tracing paper with the shells adhered to it is pressed, paper side out, into the sticky
surface and smoothed flat. When the lacquer has dried completely, water is sprayed over the
surface and the tracing paper peeled off.

The ridge between the shell and the lacquer surface is then filled with repeated layers of rak-
smook, a sticky mixture of pulverized charcoal and the sap of the yang tree. The charcoal has
been made by pounding the carbon deposit from banana leaves or wood ash from laalng grass
or lampblack in a mortar with a pestle.

. When one layer of rak-smook has dried, the object is polished by rubbing it with a whetstone

and drops of water, and another layer applied. As before. each layer is allowed to dry before
the next one is applied, Extreme care is taken so that the polishing prosess does not damage the
delicate shell. The process of applying the rak-smook, drying and polishing is repeated until
the layer of shell is completely concealed. The object is then left to dry thoroughly, after which
it is polished with pieces of dry banana leaf and a small amount of coconut oil until the surface
of the design, smooth and shiny, is revealed.

THE MODERN TECHNIQUE

The present technique for making mother-of-pearl wares is rather different from that of the

past. Some of the old materials are now difficult to obtain and the old procedures are seen as being
time consuming and arduous. Today’s craftsman prefers more readily available materials and quicker
techniques.

According to Mr.Boonchuey Poosorn, an instructor at the Yuwabhudha Vidhya School in

Ayutthaya, the present method for making mother-of-pearl inlay objects can be described as follows:

~

. The outer surface of the shell is removed with a special cutter and the shell cut into pieces (Figure

10, 11). The shell used is the sparkling colored mother-of-pearl shell from the west coast of
Southern Thailand. This shell is priced at approximately Baht 320.00 per kilogram for the Whole
shell or Baht 1,200.00 per kilogram for only the useable portion.

For simple designs the shell is cut to the proper shape and glued directly onto the object (Figure
12,13). More elaborate designs are first drafted in reverse on a piece of paper. A Small portion



of the design is then traced onto a piece of shell (Figure 14), after which the shell is carefully
cut to the correct shape and pasted with latex glue to the paper (Figure 15), shiny side down.

3. When all of the pieces of the design are in place, the paper with the shells adhered to it is pressed
onto the sticky surface of the object and allowed to dry (Figure 16). When the object is dry, the
paper is carefully peeled away leaving the shells imbedded on the surface of the object.

4. A mixture of black tempera and filler (Figure 17) is then used to fill in the ridged between the
base material of the object and the shells forming the design. The surface is smoothed with the
fingers (Figure 18) and left for five minutes to dry.

5. The object is polished until the surface is smooth and clean (Figure 19).

6. A clear vanish is applied to the object (Figure 20).

The special vessels are decorated with mother-of-pearl inlay, they can be divided into four

categories.

1. Receptacles or “‘phan” (W), come in many forms, such as octagonal, round and lotus. The
receptacles usually are used to carry alms and articles that are presented to the monks, However,
there are some special unigue receptacles in the old Thai tradition which should be known. They
are the following, Talum (axdw) Phan Waen Fah (wiuuiush) and Tieb (ifov)

1.1 “Talum* or traylike stemmed receptacle, has a mouth-rim that is curved. Some of them are
round, some are ten-sided or twelve-sided The craftsmen like to make them in a set which is
called in Thai “faow’” (i01). The number of items to one set is not regular. The largest size
of Talum is more than 40 cm.in diameter. The smallest size is 7 cm. in diameter. Talum is

usually used for carrying the offering of alms, dishes,flower, incenses, candles of betelnuts.

These items are then presented to the monks.

1.2 “Phan Waen Fah” (muln'uv’h) or two-tiered receptacle has a lower receptacle that is square
and has a curved mouth-rim. The upper one is a high square mouth-rim with sharp corners.
This kind of receptacle is used for carrying the yellow Buddhist robes that are presented to
the monks during Buddhist ceremonies: They could be the ceremony for ordaining monks

into the monkhood or it could be the ““athin’” ceremony, the ceremony for supplying robes

" and alms to the monks which is done annually.

1.3 “Tieb”” or tray-like receptacles has a cone shaped cover which is used for carrying the dishes
that are used to present alms or offerings to the monks.

. Covered boxes : In the Thai tradition there are many forms of covered boxes and these are given
various names, It is the function that determines which form will be used. The various forms are
called, “lung” (§9) “jiad (1369), “heeb” (1) and “‘glong” (nADY)

2.1 “Lung” or the round covered boxes, are both high in shape and others could be lower. Some
of them are used for carrying the dishes. These are called “Lung Aharn (§387Y1%) Some of
them are used for keeping the scented clothes. However, there is another kind of “Lung”
which s used for carrying the old Thai King’s crown. It s in the from of a stemmed receptacle
with a cone shaped cover.

2.2 “Jiad"” or the rectangular covered boxes with a high stem, is a vessel given by the king to a
nobleman or a high ranking monk who has a special rank. After that it is used for carrying
the special scented clothes or uniforms to change in the palace before having an audience with
the kihg

2.3 “Heeb Ya”, “Heeb” means box and “Ya” means medicine. “Heeb Ya” then means a medicine
box. Usually it is a rectangular form. There are many small boxes inside the large container.
All of the small boxes contain different medicine.

2.4 “Heeb Buri” the cigarette box, is made in the form of a small rectangular box. The size
of this kind of box is smaller than the “‘Heeb Ya”

N
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2.5 “Heeb Maak” the betelnut box, is usually made in the form of a “Heeb Ya’ but smaller.
Nevertheless, the round one can be found. The northern Thai call this box ““4b Maak” (WU~
nun)

3. Most of the vessels of the Buddhist monks are decorated with mother-of-pearl inlay in the Thai
design. The vessels are called “Fa Batra” (#11105) and ““Cheng Batra” (1§211a3)

3.1 “Fa Batra” the cover of the alm bowl, generally is decorated in Thai design but there is one
unique which was made in 1873 by King Chulalongkorn or Rama V (reigned from 1868-1910).
He had ordered that this unique design be used as the emblem of his reign. This design was
presented to the high ranking monks during his coronation ceremony.

3.2 “Cheng batra” is the pedestal of the Buddhist almsbowl. Besibes the vessels, there is the
“Dam Pad Yos” (A¥auft) and “Dam Pad Rong” (Auia303) which are the long handles
of the fans that the high ranking Buddhist monks hold.

4. Trays are known as “Kaba” (1321%) “Thad” (1) and “Kii”* (i)
‘There are many forms of these Thai trays and they are known by the names as mentioned above.
It is the function that determines which tray will be used. Some of these trays are round, some are
octagonal, some are quadrilateral and some are octagonal with small sharp corners. Most of them
are used for carrying articles. They are presented as homage to the Buddha images or the other
spirits which are called “Kaba Buja”* (N50zy%1)

Some of them are used as betelnut trays. Those are called “Kaba Maak” (N32U£¥31N). They
are made in the form of a covered box as the ““Glong Maak”” or the “‘Heeb Maak"* Furthermore,
there is a kind of tray which has a form that is similar to “Kaba Buja” but it is used for carrying
the tea set. It is called “Kii*"

Large bowls or basins are called in Thai “Khan-0’’ (4u18) There are two kinds. One is a
stemmed bowl used for holding the lenticular holders in the Buddhist ceremonies and the other one
is the large bowl with a pedestal. this kind of “Khan-0""is used to hold ceremonial offerings such
as alms. flowers, candles and incense. These items are presented to the monks during the tradi-
tional recital of the last story of the former lives of the Lord Buddha, The Vessantara Jataka.
